programs (CCD, Homeschool,

to achieve optimal enrollment in 
our Catholic Schools and expand 

as needed.

Prioritize education, training, and 
ongoing formation for priest and 
lay administrators, teachers, and 

support sta�.

Provide health, wellness, spiritual 
resources, and support to priests 

and religious for a balanced, 
integrated life.

II.
Provide pastoral leadership 

development opportunities so that 
priests feel confident and equipped 

for their work.

Create opportunities for the laity to 
deepen their understanding of the 

vocations of priesthood and 
religious life.

Promote a culture of vocations at 
the parish and diocesan levels to 

increase the number of priests 
and religious.

Revive sacramental marriage and 

prepare couples for marriage through 
structured stages of formation, 
mentorship and support in the 

pre-marriage and early marriage 
stages allowing for conversion, 

accompaniment, and a bridge into 
the parish community.

Provide ongoing marriage 

enrichment, formation and renewal 
for couples married five years or 

more throughout the diocese.

Broaden ministries of accompaniment 
throughout the diocese for families, 
with special emphasis on the poor 

and those in need.

Provide access to resources that 
support families in order to promote a 

culture of life.
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
